CONCERNS OF AFRICAN – INDIAN OCEAN SIDS


Whilst the Pacific and the Caribbean SIDS have been able to benefit through regional programmes of PICCAP and CPACC, African and Indian ocean SIDS have not been able to establish similar regional grouping.


There is a need to carry out a survey of available resources in each individual country and to identify the priorities for capacity building, technology transfer, and implementation of the UNFCCC.


AOSIS is requested to identify potential funding agencies like the GEF, UNDP, etc for a consultant with the following Term of Reference:

Phase 1


Consultant will visit participating countries to report of all available resources; national expertise, institutions, views of government, etc. etc.  He/she will identify constraints the country is facing with the implementation of the processes of the UNFCCC, which would include, inter alia, the national communication.  He will conduct national meetings of national experts and focal points.
