Course leading to the 

M.A. (ISLANDS AND SMALL STATES STUDIES)

by distance tuition

The Islands and Small States Institute of the University of Malta is offering a course leading to Masters degree in Islands and Small States Studies [ MA(ISSS) ]. 

Admission to the degree is open to candidates with a second class honours degree or an equivalent qualification. 

The Course can be followed on a full-time basis or on a part-time bases. The full-time version is of one calendar year duration, whereas the part-time version is spread over two years.  

Candidates will be expected to follow study units for which 60 credits (ECTS) are assigned. Of these 32 credits are to be taken from the taught component. The remaining 28 credits will be assigned to the writing of a dissertation on an approved topic.

For the taught component, students will follow a major area of study (24 credits) and a minor area of study (8 credits) from the following four areas: Environmental Studies, Economics, Education and Public Policy. An area of study will be offered subject to their being a sufficient number of applicants. 

Students following the course by "Distance Tuition" mode may be granted the possibility of sitting for the examinations at a recognized educational institution, outside Maltese territory. However they will be required to sit for a viva voce examination on their dissertation at the University of Malta. 

The fee will be Lm1000 (about US $2200) annually for part time students and Lm2000 (about US$4400) for full time students.
